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The Gospel that we read today seems strange; it's strange that a groom comes at midnight to take his 

bride. The bride waited for him all night but he was delayed.  Why? Because God who is the groom in this 

Gospel comes without condition; we don’t know the hour and the day when he will come: Will it be in the 

morning when we are in our youth, or perhaps in the afternoon when we have lived more life, or lastly in 

the evening as we approach our twilight years.  Most important is to be ready, so when he arrives we can go 

with him. It’s certain that the groom is coming despite a delay. That’s why Jesus teaches us how to wait 

every moment.   

What is the meaning of the lamp and what is the meaning of the oil? 

The lamp that the brides have is their faith in God. This faith is given to everyone without any differ-

ences between us: even if we are white or black, man or woman, American or Lebanese, our faith is given 

to all of us with our baptism and with our life in the church. By  reading the Bible and participating in the 

sacraments we enrich our faith. 

The oil is what leaves our lamp brightly lit. The oil is a personal effort: our service, charity, friendship, 

sacrifice…. etc. the remarkable thing is that this oil is a personal experience; it cannot be borrowed by an-

other. That’s why the wise don’t give their oil to the foolish. Your oil is yours. It’s your ID for heaven. Eve-

ry person is responsible to get his own oil because when the bride arrives he will not have enough time to 

get more oil.  

The lamp and the oil together represent your faith and your acts; “faith without acts is dead,”  as Saint 

James said. Our acts refresh our faith and keep it alive. 

Today, the question for each one of us here in the church is: did I have oil in my lamps? Do I have more 

in case of the delay of the groom? If I come every Sunday to church and I pray but I don’t practice the char-

ity with others, I have no forgiveness for other. Perhaps I pray a lot but I don’t have enough love for others 

and merciful  acts for others, so I will be similar to the foolish ones.  

We can say “I am still young enough and I have time to make some oil, I want to live my life and then I 

will think about the oil.” The message for us today is: be ready because no one knows when the groom 

comes. The more oil we have, the brighter our lamp. We will enlighten our road and we will also enlighten 

the life of others to arrive to Jesus. Praised be to  Jesus Christ!

‘Lord, lord, open to us.’ But he replied, ‘Truly I tell you, I do not know you.’ Keep awake therefore, for 

you know neither the day nor the hour.”
