Announcement to Mary 

   November 26, 2023  Pg. 27 

The Gospel of the Proclamation to Mary begins with these words: “In the sixth 

month...” this announcement makes the bridge between the Old and the New 

Testament. Luke emphasizes the interconnection of two events in the history of salvation. 

The mention of the sixth month refers to the history of the event, Luke always insists 

on mentioning dates and names in his gospel and in the Acts of the Apostles to refer to 

the confluence of history: the sacred divine history and the human history, a meeting 

in the event of the gospel through the incarnation of God in the bosom of Mary, who 

suffers to sanctify him and save him. 

 

Besides the historical aspect, it is necessary to refer to the symbolic number six used 

by Luke, which brings us back to the sixth day, the day of bringing man out of 

nowhere. The second evidence that makes us link the text of the gospel to the text of 

creation is the angel saying, “The Spirit of Love keeps you”, which reminds us of the 

spirit of the Lord on the water at the beginning of creation. The angel Gabriel: The use of the act in 

the form of the unknown is a purposeful use of theology, this anonymous is called in the literature of 

the Bible “the divine unknown,” that is, God is the real verb, and that Gabriel is only a sender, 

sent by God, the owner of the project, to follow him and become a partner in the work of 

God’s salvation. 

 

The angel is this spiritual being that God always sends to carry a message. He does 

not work from him, but is the Apostle of the Father, and therefore His presence is a 

guarantee to accompany God in our painful history, He leads us and guides us and 

tells us. The name of the angel bears great importance in this text. The name in the 

Bible indicates the identity of the holder of that name. Gabriel means “the power of 

God,” the same power that God promised Mary as a guarantee to fulfill the promise: 

“The power of the Most High overshadows you.”

I give an example from daily life: once a person’s will has been ratified, no one adds to it or annuls it. Now the 

promises were made to Abraham and to his offspring; it does not say, “And to offsprings,” as of many; but it 

says, “And to your offspring,” that is, to one person, who is Christ. My point is this: the law, which came four 

hundred thirty years later, does not annul a covenant previously ratified by God, so as to nullify the promise. For 

if the inheritance comes from the law, it no longer comes from the promise; but God granted it to Abraham 

through the promise. Why then the law? It was added because of transgressions, until the   offspring would 

come to whom the promise had been made; and it was ordained through angels by a mediator. Now a mediator 

involves more than one party; but God is one. Is the law then opposed to the promises of God? Certainly not! 

For if a law had been given that could make alive, then righteousness would indeed come through the law. But 

the scripture has imprisoned all things under the power of sin, so that what was promised through faith in Jesus 

Christ might be given to those who believe. Praise be to God Always!
